These are universal symbols adapted from
the fashion industry, and they serve to help you take
better care of your knitted items. But they're not always
intuitive to read! Below, we have provided a set of the

Note: The more dots in a symbol mean the hotter the
temperature can be (when washing, ironing, drying, etc).

Iron at low temp (max 230 degrees F)

Dry, low heat

Iron at medium temp (max 300 degrees F)

Iron at high temp (max 390 degrees F)
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Do not put in dryer
